AVERAGES & GRADING FOR OPEN COMPETITIONS

NOTE: VRA gradings are for Victorian Prize Meetings, excluding the Syme & Queens
Competitors competing in a Queens Prize or interstate OPM must do so in accordance with the NRAA SSR's
Club Captains should refer to NRAA SSR's on Uniform Grading Rules
GRADING & AVERAGES
Grading and averages shall be based on aggregate scores obtained in open competitions over all distances shot, eg. for a three day competition averages will be calculated from the top total aggregate score obtained over those three days. If a competitor only competes on one day his average will be calculated on the top score shot on that particular day. A percentage will be derived from the highest score shot for the competition (regardless of grade), eg. if the highest score shot on the day is 149/150, this will be given a percentage value of 100%.
The average of a shooters scores will provide the basis for grading in accordance with the following table of averages:

97.5 and over

AVERAGE CALCULATION FORMULA
Averages are calculated as a percentage of the top score shot on the day. For example, a three range shoot with 150 being the possible
Shooter A scores:  149 = 100% (top score)

Shooter B scores:  149 = 100%

Shooter C scores: 148 = 99.33% - 148/149 x 100 = 99.33%
Shooter D scores: 146 = 97.98% - 146/149 x 100 = 97.98%
METHOD OF GRADING & AVERAGES
A competitor’s average will be calculated on their performance over the preceding two years. Where a competitor has attended more than eight shoots in the preceding two years the most recent eight scores will be used.
The average of the last eight scores will be used to arrive at the final average.
The State Association will calculate a member’s average on all open competitions except coached events.

INSUFFICIENT PERFORMANCES

In cases of new competitors without scores or insufficient scores within the period, then the State Association will decide the grading on an assessment of the competitors ability taking into account any score’s recorded.
APPEALS
A competitor who is dissatisfied with his grading may appeal to the Executive of the State Association whose decision shall be final.

RE-GRADING
Competitors will only be regraded if their average rises or falls to the next level. There will be no upgrades for winning regardless of score. Competitors may shot in a higher grade if they wish but cannot shoot in a grade below their average.
GRADING INFORMATION
The State Association website will be updated in the week following any competition. Competitors and organisers can view details there or request information from the State office.
INTERSTATE EVENTS
Scores from interstate leadup and Queens events will be used where results are obtainable.
RANKING LIST

Shooters who participate in eight shoots in the previous two years will be included on a state ranking list.
